This meeting will also be livestreamed on YouTube using the following link: https://www.youtube.com/user/CalaverasCommunityTV .  YouTube is solely an alternative viewing option and any comments made via YouTube will not be included in the meeting record.

1. If you wish to comment on a specific agenda item, submit your comment via email to the Clerk of the Board at bosclerk@co.calaveras.ca.us no later than 4:00pm on the Monday prior to the Board meeting. Please clearly indicate which agenda item number your comment pertains to. Comments are limited to 300 words or less. If your comment meets the foregoing criteria, it will be read into the record during the meeting. This is the preferred option for commenting on a specific agenda item and the only one which ensures your comment is read to the Board during the meeting.
2. If you wish to make a general public comment not related to a specific agenda item, submit your comment via email to the Clerk of the Board at bosclerk@co.calaveras.ca.us no later than 4:00pm on the Monday prior to the Board meeting. If your comment meets the foregoing criteria, it will be read into the record during the meeting. This is the preferred option for making a general public comment and the only one which ensures your comment is read to the Board during the meeting. 
3. Alternatively, you may comment by calling (209) 754-6370 and relaying your message to the Board Clerk or leaving a voicemail of no more than 300 words no later than 4:00 pm on the Monday prior to the Board meeting. Your message must clearly indicate whether your comment relates to a particular agenda item, or is a general public comment. If your comment meets the foregoing criteria, it will be transcribed as accurately as possible and then read into the record during the meeting. 
4. If you are listening to the audio or video live stream of the meeting and wish to either make a general public comment or comment on a specific agenda item as it is being heard, please call using the information listed below the Call to Order on the meeting agenda. 

You may speak for up to three minutes. The Board will make an effort to take all calls. You may receive a busy signal if others are calling in at the same time; if you do, please attempt calling again. As always, if general public comment runs longer than 30 minutes, it will be continued to the end of the meeting agenda. Please be sure you are viewing the live stream in real time, and thank you in advance for your patience with potential technical and logistical hiccups.
